FJI Junior Development Point System Guidelines

The Junior Development expenditure fund is $300.00 per region per year to help those outstanding junior competitors who attend the following competitions:


1. Copa Gigante International Judo Championships in Puerto Rico
2. Am Cams Judo Championships in Amherst, NY

3. National Jr. Olympic Judo Championships
4. USJF Jr. National Judo Championships
5. USJA Jr. National Judo Championships
6. Jr. Pan American Judo Championships
7. P.J.U. Jr. circuit
8. Daniel Hernandez  Jr. and Youth International Judo Championships

OR any other point competition an elite Jr. competitor would like to compete in.

Initial Criteria:

The competitor must be a U.S. Citizen, resident of Florida, registered member of U.S.J.I., and belong to a registered FJI Judo program/club. The competitor must also place within the top 3 places with a minimum of 3 competitors within his/her weight division at the following tournaments to earn full points with FJI:


1. FJI State Championship
2. Florida Judo Yudanshakai Championship

3. Florida State Judo Yudanshakai Championships
4. USJA Florida State Championship
5. Florida's Sunshine State Games

6. Southern Regional Open Judo Championship

7. G.E. Judo Championship


The point system is as follows:
1. First place will earn 5 points
2. Second place will earn 3 points
3. Third place will earn 1 point

If there are only 2 competitors in the division:
1. First place will earn 3 points
2. Second place will earn 1 point

If there is only one competitor in the division, s/he will receive 1 point for first place.

The point system will work for the following age
categories:
7-8 yrs., 9-10 yrs., 11-12 yrs., 13-14 yrs., 15-16 yrs., 17-19 yrs.

The weight classes will be determined at the tournaments except for the 15-16 age and 17-19 age group will use the standard IJF weight classes. 

For 15-16 age the standard IJF weight classes are:
Male- 51 kg., 55 kg., 60 kg., 66 kg., 73 kg., 81 kg., 90 kg., +90 kg.
Female- 40 kg., 44 kg., 48 kg., 52 kg., 57 kg., 63 kg., 70 kg., +70 kg.

For 17-19 age the standard IJF weight classes are:
Male- 55 kg., 60 kg., 66 kg., 73 kg., 81 kg., 90 kg., 100 kg., +100 kg.
Female- 44 kg., 48 kg., 52 kg., 57 kg., 63 kg., 70 kg., 78 kg., +78 kg.

It will be the responsibility of each regional Vice-President and Tournament Director to submit to the Results Coordinator, any tournament results in their region in order for the competitor to be placed in the point system standing accordingly. They will submit the tournament name, date, name of competitor, age, weight division, and his/her placement in the tournament with the number of contestants in his/her division.
